Club News 
 
Not a lot of People know this 
But if you are under 16 years of age on the day of the meeting you get 25% off your entry. Speak 
to Jim about details and the classes you would be eligible for. 
 
Also competitors having to travel from the more distant locations such as Ireland, Scotland, the 
Isle of Man and the Continent (remember your passport) should have a chat with Jim. The club 
does what it can to help out. 
 
Taken a Tumble 
Racing is expensive and the club wants riders to get maximum value and use of track time from 
their entry fees. However, the cost of putting on a race meeting is also very expensive. Any entry 
which is subsequently withdrawn potentially prevents another paying rider from entering, thus 
making racing more expensive for everyone. To try to strike a balance between the financial costs 
of individual riders, against those of our membership as a whole, the club has the following policy 
on the refunds of entry fees. The policy has been in force now for a couple of years and works 
well.

On a Serious Note 
Yellow Flags – they are there to protect riders and those working trackside, the marshals’, medics 
etc. 
 
The ACU handbook says that Yellow flags are usually displayed as follows: 

1. Shown waved at the flag marshals’ post immediately prior to the incident  
2. Shown stationary at the flag marshals’ post preceding the post at which it is being 

shown waved.  
 
No overtaking is permitted in the area yellow flags are displayed and you are not allowed to 
overtake until past the post showing a stationary Green flag (see ACU 2010 Handbook page  ).  
 
Transgressions, where seen, and reported to the Clerk of the Course, typically by the marshals on 
post, will result in a penalty. As a minimum 10 seconds will be added to your race time. Riders 
can appeal but remember that without video playback the club must err on the side of safety and 
go with the marshals.

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Derby Phoenix MCC, Cadwell Park 2 nd/3rd May 
A quick round up of what happened a fortnight ago at the last meeting at Cadwell Park. 
 
A bitterly cold North East wind and a layer of low grey cloud blocking out the sun meant 
air and track temperatures were almost arctic. Though it remained dry for most of the time 
the cold conditions caught out many riders, particularly on Sunday. The marshals at the 
Gooseneck were kept busy collecting fallen riders and their bikes, most losing the front 
end flicking from right to left. Twelve fell on the first day with most falling on their first lap; 
by the end of the meeting the number of fallers at the Gooseneck had almost reached 
twenty.

The Thunderbike class was particularly badly affected as three of the leading contenders 
crashed out. Mike Horberry (Suzuki 750) was the first to go midway through the first 
practice session. Until the crash which understandably left him somewhat subdued for the 
remainder of the meeting, Horberry was ‘on fire’ and looked set for some good results. 
With Horberry out, Rob Simcock (Suzuki 750) led the charge from the line in the first 
Thunder bike race, closely followed by Ivan Lintin and Jamie Harrison (both Suzuki 750). 
As they swept through the Gooseneck for the first time Simcock made it through to 
Mansfield, Lintin and Harrison didn’t. The pair losing their front ends in unison and going 
down in a cloud of dust and shattered bike parts. Since his big off at the previous meeting 
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at Croft, Simcock has been a little off tune and his lead was soon whittled away by Charlie 
Wilson (pre-injection Yamaha 1000). Wilson took the win, the first of four over the 
weekend and he now heads up the Thunderbike championship. Somewhat battered and 
bruised Horberry, Harrison and Lintin did get out for the later races but were well off the 
pace.

With the Gooseneck catching out his main challengers, Stuart Haslam extended his lead 
in the packed pre-Injection 600 class (All Yamaha 600). Haslam struggled in the first race 
with a misfire which dropped him back to seventh place. The race was won by Darren 
Bowe, who banged in some fast and consistent laps to establish a good early lead. A 
slow starting Chris Smith worked his way up the field and slowly closed the gap to leader 
Bowe, and by the last lap was within a bike length. Bowe rode a good defensive final lap 
to hold him off. Last years champion Mark Dicken took third after an indifferent start from 
a mid pack grid position. With Haslam out on his spare machine, the second race was 
halted on the first lap when Dicken and Smith crashed heavily at the Gooseneck in what 
was almost an exact replica of the Lintin and Harrison crash. Following the restart, 
Bowe’s race and lead were short lived as he joined the list of those crashing at the 
Gooseneck on the first lap. With the race continuing, Dave Langley put in an inspired ride 
- working his way past the early leaders to take a commanding lead and his first win 
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ahead of Haslam and Shaun Evans. Gary Cooper made fourth place after starting from 
the back of the grid – a consequence of a DNF from the first race when his chain fell off 
on the approach to Mansfield. The same four took the top spots in Monday’s first race but 
this time Haslam took the win from Langley. Smith’s race lasted less than a lap. He was 
forced to retire as his machine wouldn’t rev – in Sunday’s crash a vacuum pipe had come 
loose and was missed during the re-build; the consequence was that whilst the bike 
started and ran it made no power. Dicken and Bowe both had subdued races as their 
bodies stiffened after the previous day’s crashes. Haslam won the fourth race from Carl 
Smalley and Dave Langley. Meanwhile Dicken’s hopes of retaining the championship 
slipped further away as his woes continued; a suspected flat battery bringing him to a 
premature halt on the last lap.

In the 600 Steelframe class (all Honda 600) Lee Prior won both of Sunday’s races with 
David Young second both times. Championship leaders after Croft, Neil Harvey and Jim 
Wolfe finishing third and fourth. Roles were reversed in Monday’s first race with Young 
taking the win from Prior and Wolfe finishing third ahead of Harvey. Monday’s second 
race was restarted after Prior fell at the Mountain on the second lap, Young taking the win 
ahead of Harvey and Wolfe.

Josh Leaning (Yamaha 600) looked set to dominate the mixed F600/SuperStock 600 grid 
after winning the first race and lapping almost two seconds faster than anybody else. 
However, a fall in his first F400 race sidelined him for the rest of the meeting. This left 
second and third place finishers Wayne Humble (Yamaha 600) and Richard Charlton 
(Yamaha 600) to battle for the lead in both the F600/SS600 race and the 175 – 675 
Allcomers. Humble won both the Allcomers races from Carlton and the next two 
F600/SS600 races, again from Carlton. Humble crashed out of the last race at the 
Goosneck on the first lap allowing Carlton to take the win from Nick Green (Yamaha 600). 
 
Richie Welsh’s (Yamaha 400) winning streak came to an end as Alan Percival (Kawasaki 
400) dominated the class. Percival won three of the four races, in the second of his wins 
(the third race) he came from a back row start following a fall at the Gooseneck on the 
first lap of race 2. Whilst Welsh couldn’t match Percival’s pace, a win when Percival fell 
and three second places extended his lead in the championship over Phil Hyde 
(Kawasaki 400); Hyde finishing third in all four races. The expected challenge in the F400 
class from Josh and Will Leaning disappeared in the first twenty seconds of race one. Will 
stalled on the line as the lights went out. As riders moved to avoid him one clipped him 
knocking him over and starting a chain reaction which involved two more riders. In the 
mean time, in with the leading riders, brother Josh had reached Charlies where he 
highsided destroying the bike, just as the reds were deployed for the incident involving his 
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brother. Though they were back in the paddock later neither brother was able to take 
further part in the meeting. With injuries sustained in a fall at Croft preventing Dan 
Williams (Honda 250) from riding, Iain McDonald (Suzuki 250) was the leading two stroke 
and now lies third in the championship after taking three fourth places. His progress in the 
second race was hampered by a misfire which dropped him back to ninth. Mark Olding 
(Suzuki 250) was another victim of the Gooseneck, falling in practice and taking no further 
part in the meeting.

At Croft it was the Thunderbikes that provided the best racing, but at this meeting it was 
the turn of the 1000cc machines. The first 751 - 1300 four stroke race was won by Daz 
Bellworthy (Suzuki 1000) but Kerrigan Read (Suzuki 1000) made him work hard for the 
win and at times it looked as if Read could win. Though he was a distant third Dan Frear 
(Suzuki 1000) set the fastest lap and looked like he was beginning to get to grips with his 
Super Stock 1000. Read and Bellworthy squared up again in the Allcomers final. Having 
threatened in the first race Read delivered in the second. Taking control of the race early 
on he fired in a series of fast laps to break away from Bellworthy and take the chequered 
flag almost 5 seconds ahead of a clearly unhappy Bellworthy. Frear was again a distant 
third just beating Ashley Chivers (Suzuki 1000) to the line. Sunday’s second 751 – 1300 
race was a battle between Frear, Bellworthy and Read. Frear led early on followed by 
Bellworthy and Read. Once Read got past Bellworthy, he set about trying to pass Frear 
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and the pair pulled away from Bellworthy. At about three quarters race distance 
Bellworthy regrouped and, with the help of back markers, caught up with the leading pair. 
Passing Read at Mansfield and Frear before Barn, Bellworthy led over the line at the start 
of the penultimate lap. Read seemed to ease off at this point and slipped back whilst 
Frear battled to regain the lead. Bellworthy took the chequered just a head of Frear with 
Read about 5 seconds back. However, Bellworthy was judged to have passed Read 
under a yellow flag and was given a ten second penalty which demoted him back to third. 
Monday, and Bellworthy was determined to make amends. The first 751-1300 race Frear 
and Bellworthy traded the lead with neither rider seeming able to get a clear advantage. 
Read was soon dropped and finished a lonely third. One lap Frear would be leading, the 
next Bellworthy was in front. Out of Barn Frear’s machine was bucking and weaving as he 
applied the power, Bellworthy’s was much more stable, misfiring as if it were running 
traction control. In the end, after 10 laps racing, just seven hundredths of a second 
separated them, Frear taking the win. In the Allcomers final the process was repeated but 
didn’t run to a conclusion as the race was cut short when Lee Wilson (Suzuki 1000) had a 
nasty fall on the entry to Hall Bends. Frear having led the last time they crossed the start 
finish line to take the win. Battle was re-joined in the second 751-1300 race but this time 
Read hung with them for 5 laps before falling at Charlies Out. At the finish Frear almost 
doubling his race one winning margin over Bellworthy to thirteen hundredths of a second. 
Frear’s efforts earned him rider of the day, an accolade that Bellworthy really made him 
work for.

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In the F2 sidecars Dave Atkinson/Phil Knapton took a win and a second place on Sunday, 
losing out in Sunday’s first race to Sean and Mark Hegarty. Two DNF’s on Monday 
allowed John and Sue Longmore and Dave DeMott/Glenn Biggs to take a win each and 
close up in the championship.

F2 championship contender Dave DeMott retired in the first race at Croft and did the 
same at Cadwell. Hope this isn’t going to be the pattern for the season? 
 
Mark ‘Oddy’ Hodgson damaged his exhaust on Sunday. Monday he crunched the 
exhaust he had borrowed – oops…  
 
After saying I hoped that 2010 would be better than 2009 for Mike Olding, it is all going 
wrong. After a dismal 2009 season Mike Olding finally got his beautiful Tyga kitted RGV 
going properly. At Croft, Mike a former PI1300 champion, was getting to grips with the 
little machine when a momentary lapse of concentration going through Jim Clarke Esses 
resulted in him clipping a kerb and losing the front. Thankfully Mike was ok if a little 
knocked about but the RGV didn’t fair as well. Nearly all fixed, Mike was out at Cadwell 
albeit in Street Fighter mode – without a fairing. Unfortunately the meeting ended on the 
first lap of practice at the Gooseneck. 
 
At Croft the entry to the Complex caught out many riders, this time it was the Gooseneck. 
I have never seen so many bikes go down, so many that, at times, it was raining bikes.  
 
Dan Williams one of those that went down in the Complex at Croft had to pull out of the 
Cadwell meeting as though the bike was fixed the body wasn’t. Dan hopes to get back out 
at Snetterton. 
 
Dan Frear looks to have got to grips with his Super Stock 1000 and our Cadwell meeting 
and in particular Daz and Kerrigan have given him some good practice for the next BSB 
round, which is at Cadwell 21 – 23 May.  
 
On Matters BSB. Billy Mellor who ran with us at Croft and Dan Hegarty who started his 
racing career with the club took heavy falls at the BSB round at Thruxton resulting in 
broken bones and them missing the Oulton round. Hope they have a speedy recovery.
